	General Rules and Regulations
    1. REGISTRATION:
1.1 Duly filled registration forms from for participating should reach us latest by 18th 0ctober 2011 either through email at mootcourtsociety.lc1@gmail.com or by post at the following address:

 1.2 The participants should ensure that their registration forms are duly signed by the Principal/Dean of their respective college and the college seal is affixed on the same.

 1.3 A maximum of 24 teams shall be chosen on ‘first come first serve’ basis. The selected teams shall be intimated within one week of last date of receiving of registration forms by the organizers.

 1.4 A registration fee of Rs.1200/- should be sent along with the registration by a multiciti cheque or draft payable to Professor Incharge, Law Centre-I or the money be deposited in SBI a/c No. 10851300488 titled as Scholarship account of LC-I.
 2. ARRIVAL: OUTSTATION PARTICIPANTS
  2.1 Pre Arrival:

The participating teams should intimate the hosts about their arrival and travel details as soon as possible.

  2.2 Post Arrival:

All the participants are required to carry their College/University Identity Cards at the time of registration and at all times during the competition. The teams must ensure that the organizers know the whereabouts of all team members at all times from the time of their arrival till their departure from Delhi.

    3. ACCOMODATION:
The Hosts will provide accommodation only to the outstation teams for not more than three participants per team for two nights,
-Avail accommodation  either from 4th November evening  TO 6th November evening. OR 
-from 5th November 08:00 A.M. to 7th November 9:00 A.M., 
the choice of which has to be informed with the registration. 
-If the teams wish to avail the accommodation for an additional night, it will be made available at the cost of the team. 
RULES GOVERNING THE COMPETITION:

1. Two speakers and one researcher shall comprise the team from one institution and certificate of participation shall be given to all of them.

2. Two team prizes (Winner and Runner up), one prize for the best memorial and one individual prize for the best speaker shall be awarded. The Best Speaker prize will be decided on the basis of highest marks scored by a participant in the preliminary round.
3. The competition will comprise of four stages. In the Preliminary Round each team will have to argue once for the petitioner and once for the respondent’s side. Both the speakers will be required to speak on both the sides in each round. One speaker shall speak for a minimum of ten minutes.

4. Eight teams having two wins in the preliminary round will qualify for the quarter final round. In case there are more than eight teams having two wins in preliminary round then first eight teams scoring the highest points in the preliminary round will  move on to the next round. In case, less than eight teams score two wins in the preliminary round, all those teams that have two wins will qualify directly and the remaining teams will be selected from the rest on the basis of their total score in the first two rounds.

5. Quarter final, Semi-final and Final will be the knockout rounds. In the quarter final, semi-final and final rounds, however, the participants will be given a chance to argue from either side.

6. Memorials

· Participating team must submit six copies of the memorial each for the Petitioner and the Respondent not later than 7.00 P.M. on 31st October  2011 in the office of Law Centre-I. Memorials submitted after the said time and date shall not be marked.

· Name of the participants or institution ought not to be mentioned anywhere in the memorial. Team codes will be sent by mail.
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It is the responsibility of the respective teams to ensure that the correct number of copies of the memorial are submitted to the organizers and acknowledgment obtained.
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All memorials submitted must conform to the following general requirements and a team will attract negative marking for failure to keep within the limitation as described below:

A) Memorial must be printed on A4 paper with black ink.

B) The body of the memorial must be in Fonts Times New Roman, Size 12 and foot note size 10.

C) Each page must have a margin of at least one inch on all sides.

D) There should not be any borders on the pages.

E) The Memorial should not exceed 25 typed pages (line space 1.5 points) and shall consist of the following parts:
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Cover Page- Colored differently for Petitioner and

     Respondent.




Blue Cover – Petitioner,




Red Cover – Respondent.

7. Relevant annexure(s) may be attached to the memorial. However, the participants are advised to bring their own reference materials with them for their use in the courtrooms, but these materials must not reveal the identity of the participants or the institution they are representing.

8. Oral Arguments:
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Court language shall be English
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Each team would be given 30 minutes to present their oral arguments in each of the preliminary rounds. In the quarter final, semi final, and final round each team will be given 45 minutes. This time limit shall include the pleading of both speakers and rebuttal time if applicable.

· Rebuttal would be allowed only to the petitioner and they would have to specify in the beginning the time they want to set apart for rebuttal. 

· Judges may, at their discretion, extend oral arguments time up to a maximum of 10 minutes.

10. If a team scheduled to take part in a round does not appear for 10 minutes after the scheduled start of the round, a walkover shall be declared. In such a case, the team that has been given the walkover shall not argue the matter from their side. The defaulting team will not be allowed to participate in subsequent rounds.

11. Each team and team member shall be assigned a team code and number.

12. Participants shall use only their team code and number for identification purpose.

13. Scouting would lead to disqualification of a team. Scouting by any person should be brought to the notice of the organizers immediately, without disturbing the round in progress.

14. Any reference to identity, either during oral arguments or in the memorial may lead to disqualification.

15. All the rules are only inclusive and not exhaustive for the competition.

16. Rules should be strictly adhered to. Any deviation there from will attract disqualification.

17. Organizers shall resolve any contingencies and decide about any doubts or misunderstandings, the decision taken by the organizers shall be final.
